Required Personal Equipment 
We require each student to be equipped with the following gear: mask, snorkel, fins, booties, compass, 
alternate air source retainer, surface marker buoy (SMB), and whistle. 
 

What to Bring to Class 
1.) Your personal equipment detailed above, swimsuit, and a towel. 
2.) Your mobile device and charger or your laptop or tablet. 
3.) Pen and notebook for taking notes. 
 
Medical/Liability Release 
Upon enrolling for class, you will be required to print and fill out a medical statement. This medical and 
liability release is required by SSI and the Recreational SCUBA Training Council (RSTC):

Required Homework 
By the first night of class, students must have all chapters of the SSI Open Water Diver Digital Learning 
Kit (6 sections) read and the six Review Sections completed. The Final Exam needs to be completed 
before the last class.  
 
Attendance 
Classes begin promptly at their scheduled times. You must complete all of the scheduled class sessions 
before you are eligible to attend the open water certification dives.  
Weekend Classes: Saturday 9:00am - 5:30pm & Sunday 9:00am - 5:30pm. 
Weekdays: Monday/Wednesday or Tuesday/Thursday 6:30pm to 10:00pm for 2 weeks (4 sessions total).
